A) Records of academic performance and standing.
B) Brief statement of:
1) Work History
2) Goals (including applicant’s plans for a career in surveying)
3) Merit (awards by city, church, service club, etc., or performance; GPA, honor society, officer in organizations, etc)
4) Financial need
5) Extracurricular activities related to surveying (IPLSA Chapter / seminar / conferences)

NOTE: The applicant's plans for a career, along with the statements of work history, goals, merit, financial need and extracurricular
activities shall each consist of a minimum of one (1) page and maximum of five (5) pages.

SELECTION:
A) Selection will be made by the IPLSA Scholarship Committee.
B) Appraisal of Application.

AWARD:

The award will consist of up to three (3) $500 checks to the recipient (one for Spring Semester, one for the Summer Semester and one for
the Fall Semester). The award will be given in February each year. The applicant is eligible to receive up to three (3) semester scholarship
checks per year with a maximum of two (2) awards per applicant.

MINIMUM STANDARDS:
If, in the considered judgment of the IPLSA Scholarship Committee, no nominee is worthy of the award, no award will be made.
